Here are some other vocabulary words:

	This week the kids have also been practicing asking for other food items related to the taco/tostada bar and Thanksgiving.  You might have them practice some of these words at Thanksgiving by asking the question, “¿Quieres…..?” (Do you want…?)
In Spanish, Día de Acción de Gracias is Thanksgiving.  Some food items related to Thanksgiving are:

Papas = potatoes	arándonos = cranberries	pastel de calabaza= pumpkin pie or 								cake
Habichuelas verdes = green beans	camote= yams		relleno= stuffing
